Electricity bills were, on average, 19% higher across Australia for SMEs
consuming 20,000 kWh per annum compared to a year ago and were 22%
higher in the ACT.

Gas bills were, on average, 21% higher across Australia for SMEs
consuming 100 GJ per annum compared to a year ago and were 20%
higher in the ACT.
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
