 GAPS

Use door snakes, curtains 

and rugs to keep draughts 

out in winter and summer.

This makes up about 40%  
of your bill and most  
rentals don’t have the  
latest gear. Keep heaters  
at 18–20ºC and aircon at 
24–26ºC and  
you’ll save  
a bomb.
